Students will develop a deep love of Torah as not only a subject but a guide
for life, with ideas and role models that they can relate and aspire to.
Students will sharpen their textual reading and translating skills by reading
perakim aloud, breaking down words by shoresh (or ‘root’), and learning
new vocabulary.
