Curriculum

This year we will be learning n'wx1a 190, from x'1 nwno through the end. In order to do this, we will cover some
sections in depth and some sections more cursorily. We will look for themes and lessons from the lives of our niax
and ninnk, forefathers and foremothers.

Attendance

time spent in class working on Hebrew reading is invaluable, and time spent having classroom discussions are
meant to develop ideas and thoughts, not simply arrive at a conclusion to be reiterated on a test.
